Monaco, France, Germany, Austria, Bulgaria

When: Wednesday, June 18, 2008 12:30 p.m.
Where: Church of the Holy Trinity, Rittenhouse Square, Philadelphia

What: 60 minutes of world-class music – selections from the International Tour repertoire.
Who: The tour choir of the Keystone State Boychoir (KSB), under the direction of music director Joseph P. Fitzmartin and associate music director Steven M. Fisher consists of 60 members between the ages of 10 and 18 from diverse backgrounds. At its first stop in Europe, the Keystone State Boychoir (KSB) will be hosted in the Principality of Monaco by His Serene Highness Prince Albert II as the guest choir of the annual Fete de Musique. KSB will also perform with Les Petites Chanteurs de Monaco (The Little Singers of Monaco) and will sing a Mass in memory of Prince Rainier and American-born Princess Grace in the Principality’s cathedral.

KSB has performed in the region’s major venues with the region’s major ensembles, including the Mann Music Center with the Philadelphia Singers, the Academy of Music with the Opera Company of Philadelphia, and the Kimmel Center with the Philadelphia Orchestra.  Internationally, KSB has performed at the Manaus Opera House in Brazil, the Hanoi Opera House in Vietnam, and the Petronas Philharmonik Hall in Malaysia, as well as in venues throughout Alaska, Canada, South Africa, Japan, Thailand, Cambodia and Australia.
