Internationally KSB appeared at the Manaus Opera House in Brazil, the Hanoi Opera House in Vietnam, and the Petronas Philharmonik Hall in Malaysia, as well as in venues throughout Canada, South Africa, Japan, Thailand, Cambodia, Australia, Monaco, France, Germany, Austria, and Bulgaria. Last December KSB embarked on a concert tour of Chile, including a one-day excursion to King George Island, Antarctica, where the boys sang for scientists from seven countries.
